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1. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

narrow Foreshore Reserve at Dromana. The landscape character comprises distinct coastal vegetation,
narrow beaches, calm water, rocky headlands, clusters of brightly coloured boatsheds and bathing boxes
and Dromana Pier.

Fees generated from boatsheds and bathing boxes and the Caravan Park generate income for the
Committee to manage the foreshore, including funding of works to enhance recreation opportunities and
protect the natural environment.

It is intended to increase boatshed and bathing box fees by 3% per annum with powered sheds paying an
additional $50 which will contribute to an annual electricity supply line/meter box audit, obtaining of any
necessary arborist report associated with maintaining safe clearances of electricity supply lines from
vegetation, tree trimming and removal around power supply lines which is the responsibility of the
Committee of Management together with risk mitigation under its Electricity Management Plan and the
regular inspections and maintenance associated with the safety of electricity supply lines to boatsheds and
bathing boxes undertaken by the Ranger.

The costs associated with providing the above services will be accounted for separately in

the annual reporting of the Committee of Management. The Committee will review the amount of the fee
owners of bathing boxes/boatsheds that have electricity supply connected should pay during the statutory
review of the Coastal Management Plan (currently every three years). The guiding principles in setting such
fees is to ensure public safety, compliance with
Mitigation, Tree Audit, Fire Safety Plan as assessed and to do so solely on a cost recovery basis.

An analysis of thiealCoammd trtesdwsr dd npxi ti on shows
existing revenue base limits the amount of work that can be achieved in these key areas. Major capital
works projects, therefore, rely on successful grant applications.

The Vision for Dromana Foreshore is to promote the image of Dromana by managing the foreshore to
sustain and enhance the natural environment while providing a safe and attractive venue for a range of
recreational opportunities.

The development of the Bay Trail will continue to provide major new recreation opportunities in

Dromana. A route for the proposed Bay Trail, along the beach side of the highway, is already well defined
along the majority of the foreshore. However, the existing Caravan Park and boat ramp layout will need to
be modified to provide sufficient space for the Bay Trail.

The Caravan Park will continue as a foreshore use. In accordance with the State Governments Best
Practice Management Guidelines (DSE 2010) the Committee will be implementing new use and access
policies to comply with the requirements to improve access to Crown land caravan and camping parks. Due
to some concern that the density of caravans, annexes, cars and boat trailers severely limits pedestrian
access along the foreshore, the Committee adopted a Caravan Park Masterplan in 1999/2000. A reduction
in the number of campsites has begun to improve the safety of the Caravan Park and to ensure the facility
meets the standard now expected of major public camping areas.

Other key recommendations of the Coastal Management Plan include:
e Improve the function and appearance of large and small picnic areas including upgrading of picnic
facilities, new fencing and improved toilet facilities.
¢ Interpret the rich history of Dromana with the help of the Historical Society and the Kaala Koori
Association.
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Continue weed removal, protection of remnant indigenous vegetation and the reestablishment of
indigenous vegetation.

Improve maintenance of the foreshore by providing additional toilet cleaning, and undertaking
additional walking track and beach access works.

2. VISION

To promote the image of Dromana by managing the foreshore to sustain and
enhance the natural environment while providing a safe and attractive venue for a
range of recreational opportunities.

Enhance the all year use of the foreshore.

Retain and enhance the amenity and safety of the existing Caravan Park by improving facilities and
site conditions.

Promote the retention of boat launching facilitiesat An t h oNogeb s

Retain and enhance boatsheds and bathing boxes as a Port Phillip Bay icon.

Develop a design theme for all elements including fences and barriers, signage, picnic facilities and
paths along the foreshore.

Maintain and upgrade the existing pattern of dispersed small car parks along the foreshore.
Protect archaeological sites and provide opportunities to interpret the rich history of Dromana.
Support the continued improvement of bay water quality.

Encourage the maintenance of the existing revenue sources and encourage opportunities for
alternative sources of revenue in the future.
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3. THE STUDY AREA

The foreshore edges of Port Phillip are a focus for recreational use, especially during the summer holiday
period. In many locations like Dromana the recreational use is concentrated in an extremely narrow and
fragile environment. In addition to providing opportunities for recreation these reserves also contain the last
remnants of indigenous coastal vegetation. As such they are an essential part of the landscape character of
Dromana and the Mornington Peninsula in general.

Reservation of the Dromana foreshore between Safety Beach and McCrae was proclaimed in 1891 and is
reserved for Public Park. Dromana Foreshore Committee of Management is a public volunteer committee,
which cares for the 3.25 kilometre length of Foreshore Reserve. The Foreshore Reserve is generally from
35 to 50 metres wide between the edge of the road and the edge of the beach and covers an area of
approximately 28.5 hectares. The landscape character comprises distinct coastal vegetation, narrow
beaches, calm water, and rocky headlands. In addition, the clusters of brightly coloured boatsheds and
bathing boxes and Dromana Pier are important cultural aspects of this landscape character.

The study area includes a short section of the bottom slope of Arthurs Seat. The vegetated

Foreshore Reserve situated between the Point Nepean Road and La Trobe Parade is referred to as La
Trobe Reserve. This area is generally 100 metres wide and approximately 13.7 hectares in area. There is
as little as 25 metres between the edge of the Point Nepean Road and the edge of the beach for much of

this end of the Reserve. Theroad aroundAnt h oMoshes runs al ong the water 6s

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4. STRATEGIC CONTEXT

State Government

The Governmentoés vision for the Victorian Coast i s
prepared by the Victorian Coastal Council appointed under the Coastal Management Act 1995. Regional
Coastal Boards implement the Strategy and ensure coordinated planning along the coast through the
development of Coastal Action Plans. The Strategy will ensure outcomes that in the long term will:

e Provide for the protection of significant environmental features

e Ensure the sustainable use of natural coastal resources

e Undertake integrated planning and provide direction for the future

e Facilitate suitable development on the coast within existing modified and resilient

environments where the demand for services is evident and requires management.

Specific objectives identified in the strategy which relate to Dromana include:

¢ Manage Community use of foreshore land, buildings and other assets to return the greatest public
benefit while protecting environmental and social values

¢ Maintain access to Coastal Crown land except when there is need to protect high value resources,
or for safety and security reasons.

e Ensure public safety considerations are addressed where public access to the coast is provided,
readily available or encouraged.

e Ensure ongoing and meaningful community engagement and active involvement in planning,
management and decision-making.

e Ensure appropriate development of service infrastructure to enhance the economic and social
wellbeing of the community.

e Ensure the Protection and conservation of significant natural and cultural features and values.

e Conserve sites and landscapes of cultural, scientific and historical significance. Identify, protect and
manage Aboriginal cultural heritage in partnership with Aboriginal communities.

¢ Improve user amenity and reduce detrimental environmental effects of accommodation on coastal
Crown land.

e | mprove and enhance touristso6 and visitorsod expe
protecting sensitive and significant areas.

e The promotion of walking and cycling within and between settlements through well planned
integrated pathways including quality connections along foreshores and to public spaces.

Tourism

Bays and Peninsula Regional Tourism Development Plan was prepared for Tourism Victoria in 1997. The
plan recognised how the Bays and Peninsulas region provides easy access to a diversity of unique,
international standard, water based and water focused activities and experiences which can be attractive
throughout the year.

General tourism challenges confronting the Bays and Peninsula include increasing the financial yield from
day-trippers, focusing on unique and sustainable strengths and repositioning tourism away from summer

only activities. Key challenges for the MorningtonPe ni nsul a ar et idred d,atdlndy, tshea Di
image whilst maintaining the uniqueness and charm of the seaside villages, addressing the highly seasonal

nature of business, resisting the urban sprawl and the perceptions it brings.

The 200km bicycle and walking trail around Port Phillip Bay, known as the Bay Trail, is recognised as a

high priority to be supported. The need to link the trail with activity nodes along the coast is also
recogni sed. Parks Victoria released their idgstheBaki ng

8
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Trail in Dromana for completion in 10+ years. This leaves the Committee with the prospect of seeking
funding opportunities elsewhere.

Local Government

The Council administers the Mornington Peninsula Planning Scheme that provides the policy
and regulatory mechanisms for implementing aspects of management plans. Essentially, the
Municipal Strategic Statement (MSS) develops a vision for the future, and provides a clear

and positive statement of sustainable, long term objectives for the future use and development of land on
the Mornington Peninsula and the means by which they will be achieved. The MSS has been developed to

address Foreshores and Coastal Areas. Objectives in the MSS include:

1. To protect and enhance the natural ecosystems and landscapes of the coast for the
benefit and enjoyment of present and future generations.

2. To achieve coordinated development of public and private facilities that increases the
sustainable social, economic and recreational value of the coast and foreshore to the
community.

The Mt Eliza to Pt Nepean Coastal Action Plan (CAP) is another key strategic regional
decision making tool. The CAP will provide an
framework for the Peninsula as it affects the Port Phillip coastal area and will provide

direction and guidance for the detailed planning that will be undertaken for the coastal

townships.

In addition the CAP:
¢ Provides a mechanism for coordinating the use, development, protection and

enhancement of the Victorian coast.
e Provides the basis for delegation of land use and development approvals.

e Provides guidance and direction for the management of the Port Phillip coast within the Shire; and

¢ Articulates the objectives for use and development of the Mornington Peninsula coast
and marine environments in relation to the Mornington Peninsula Planning Scheme,

The Dromana Foreshore is zoned as Public Park and Recreation Zone (PPRZ). The purpose of the PPRZ

is to:

¢ Implement the State Planning Policy Framework and the Local Planning Policy
Framework, including the Municipal Strategic Statement and local planning policies.

¢ Recognise areas for public recreation and open space.

e Protect and conserve areas of significance.

¢ Provide for commercial uses where appropriate.

The Public Conservation and Resource Zone immediately abuts the foreshore, extending into Port Phillip

Bay. This area forms part of the Coastal Protection Zone under the Victorian
Coastal Strategy.

The foreshore is also subject to an Environmental Significance Overlay: Schedule 25: Port
Phillip Overlay. The environmental objectives of the overlay are to:

e Protect and enhance the natural features, vegetation, ecological diversity, landscape
quality, heritage values and recreation opportunities of the Port Phillip Bay coastal area and
associated intertidal and marine habitats
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e Promote excellence in design of buildings, facilities and structures in the coastal area.
e Promote coordinated management of the Port Phillip coastal area.

Several sections of the foreshore are also covered by Environmental Significance Overlay
Schedule 17: Streamlines. The environmental objectives of this overlay are to:

¢ Maintain environmental flows and the quality of water within streams and watercourses.

e Maintain the capacity of streams and watercourses to carry natural flows.

e Prevent erosion of banks, streambeds and adjoining land and the siltation of
watercourses, drains and other features.

e Protect and conserve flora and fauna habitats (including those of fish and invertebrates) within and
along streams and watercourses.

e Ensure that development does not occur on land liable to flooding.

e Ensure that subdivision and development is compatible with the environmental values of streams
and watercourses.

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Relevant Legislation

The following is an overview of the key legislation that directly affects and directs the
management of the reserve.

The Victorian Government passed the Coastal Management Act 1995 (State) to provide

for the coordinated strategic planning of Victoriabb
Victorian Coastal Council (VCC) and three Regional Coastal Boards to facilitate this process.

The Central Coastal Board provides strategic planning advice to the Minister for Environment for the area

of coast from Breamlea, which is the western boundary of the City of Greater Geelong, to Andersons Inlet

at the eastern boundary of the Bass Coast Shire. Under the Act, the Board may prepare Coastal Action

Plans for its region or a part of its region.

The Coastal Management Act requires an application for consent to use or develop coastal

Crown land. When considering an application, the Minister for Environment must consider

the consistency of proposals with the Victorian Coastal Strategy, relevant Land Conservation

Council and Environment Conservation Council recommendations and relevant Management Plans and
Coastal Action Plans.

The Crown Land (Reserves) Act 1978 (State) provides for the reservation of Crown land
for a variety of public purposes, the appointment of committees of management to manage
those reserves and for leasing and licensing of reserves for purposes approved by the
Minister for Planning.

In Victoria, the Archaeological and Aboriginal Relics Preservation Act 1972 (State)

provides legislative protection for all Aboriginal cultural heritage sites, places and objects Sites of
significance have been recorded within the Reserve and are protected under this Act. The Victorian
Government is currently reviewing this Act.

The Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Heritage Protection Act 1994 (Commonwealth) provides for
the blanket protection of all Australian Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander archaeological sites, places and
objects whether privately or publicly owned. Whereas the State provides legislative protection for all
physical evidence of past Aboriginal occupation, the Commonwealth Act also protects Aboriginal cultural
property in the wider sense so as to include contemporary and ancient traditions and folklore. Any person,
organisation or company wishing to disturb or destroy an Aboriginal site without contravening the Act when
an alternative solution cannot be found can do so by obtaining written consent in advance from the relevant
Aboriginal community.

The local aboriginal communities have responsibility under this Act. In Victoria, Aboriginal

Affairs Victoria, a State government agency, assists the local aboriginal communities with the management
of Aboriginal heritage. The State is divided into five cultural heritage regions. The regional bodies are a
useful information source for matters relating to cultural heritage. The relevant regional body should be
contacted when works are being undertaken within their administrative boundaries.

Within the five cultural heritage regions are 26 Aboriginal Communities. Each local Aboriginal Community is
recognised under the Act. The Wurundjeri people are recognised as traditional owners of the Mornington
Peninsula. In addition there are two other Aboriginal corporations who are recognised and they are the
Bunurong Land Council and Aboriginal Corporation and the Boonerwrung Elders Land Council Aboriginal
Corporation.

The Local Government Act 1989 which provides legislative backing for local government and provision for
local laws.

The Electricity Safety (Electric Lines Clearance) Act 1998 provides for the safety of electricity supply
and requires the Committee of Management (manager) of public land to ensure appropriate clearances of
the whole or any part of a tree or vegetation clear of an electric line, including the standards and practices
to be adopted, provision for auditing of compliance and management procedures minimising the danger of
electric lines causing fire or electrocution.

The Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 (Commonwealth) clearly

delineates areas of Commonwealth and State responsibility for the natural environment. It defines the
Commonweal thdéds role in managing the environment as
significance.

The Environment Protection Act 1970 (State) provides the legal framework by which

environmental objectives, regulations and goals are established throughout the State for industry,

commerce and the general public. The Act reflects the precautionary principle, the protection of
intergenerational equity, the polluter pays principle, and the protection of biodiversity. It puts the

responsibility for sound environmental management on Victorian businesses, communities and individuals.
The Act aims to achieve greater environmental performance through shifting to collaboration and co
regulation as opposedtot he tradi ti onal 6command and control 6.

The Flora and Fauna Guarantee Act 1988 (State) incorporates a wide range of measures for conserving
all Victoriad6s native plants and animals. I|Its broad
animals, both by saving those that are threatened and by preventing those that are currently secure from

being threatened.

The Heritage Act 1995 initiated the establishment of the Australian Heritage Commission whose main role
is to advise the relevant Minister on matters relating to the National Estate. This includes advice relating to
actions identifying, conserving, improving and protecting the national estate. The National Estate consists
of those places, being components of the natural or cultural environment of Australia, that have aesthetic,
historic, scientific or social significance or other special value for future generations as well as for the
present community.

The Planning and Environment Act 1987 (State) establishes State planning and land use

processes including provisions for planning schemes for individual council areas. A planning

scheme is a statutory document which sets out objectives, policies and provisions relating to

the use, development, protection and conservation of land in an area to which it applies. A planning
scheme regulates the use and development of land through planning provisions to

achieve those objectives and policies. Every planning scheme includes the State Planning

Policy Framework. The framework comprises general principles for land use and development in Victoria
and specific policies dealing with settlement, environment, housing, economic development, infrastructure,
and particular uses and development. The Local Planning Policy Framework sets a local and regional
strategic policy context for a municipality including Crown land. It comprises the Municipal Strategic
Statement and specific local planning policies.

The Mornington Peninsula Planning Scheme sets out policies and controls for the use,

development and protection of land within the municipality. The Planning Scheme is based

on model planning provisions for Victoria called the Victoria Planning Provisions (VPPSs), these provisions
allow for each municipality to insert certain local provisions. The Strategic Planning Unit is responsible for
providing policy and strategic planning advice in the area of conservation planning, providing advice on all
facets of resource conservation and cultural heritage. The Dromana Foreshore Reserve is zoned Public
Park and Recreation with Environmental Overlays.

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Relevant Publications

The Siting and Design Guidelines (VCC 1998) were prepared to assist the implementation of the
Victorian Coastal Strategy and promote sensitive design and development in coastal areas. Their primary
purpose is to define those issues which should be considered in the siting, design and construction of new
structures and the improvement of existing structures in coastal areas.

The Central Coastal Boards Boating Coastal Action Plan 2007 provides guiding principles and specific
policies to identify immediate priorities for upgrading and management of existing boating facilities and a
planning framework for new facilities.

In 2002, Parks Victoria prepared Linking People and Spaces, astrategy f or Mel bour neds o
network which sets the strategic direction for open space planning for Melbourne for the next 20 years.
Linking People and Spaces provides a vision for the
network of regional parks, trails, coasts, waterways and environmental reserves. It supports the

implementation of environmental priorities identifiedinVi ct or i aés Bi odandthePoitty Str
Phillip and Western Port Native Vegetation Plan.

Melbourne 2030 has been prepared by the Government of Victoria and is a 30-year plan to manage
growth and change across metropolitan Melbourne and the surrounding region. The main thrust is to
continue to protect the liveability of the established areas and to increasingly concentrate major change in
strategic redevelopment sites such as activity centres and urban land. The plan looks at green wedges
which are open landscapes outside the urban growth boundary. The Mornington Peninsula is included in
this definition and the role of green wedges include providing opportunities for agricultural uses; preserving
rural and scenic landscapes; preserving conservation areas close to where people live; preserving
renewable and non-renewable resources and natural areas; enabling the development of networks of open
spaces and providing opportunities for tourism and recreation. The green wedges will be subject to
improved protection through tougher planning control change and improved on-ground action.
Victoriabs Nati ve VeilglARranewookrdor Ationagablisheathe strategic direction
for the protection, enhancement and revegetation of native vegetation across the State. The policy is
implemented through the Planning and Environment Act 1987 which ultimately directs local government
to have regard for a Net Gain goal when a development proposal plans to remove native vegetation.

The Mt Eliza to Pt Nepean Coastal Action Plan (CAP) has been prepared under the Coastal

Management Act 1995 and the Victorian Coastal Strategy and takes in the Port Phillip section of the

Peninsula from Mt Eliza to Point Nepean. This CAP provides the mechanism for implementing the Victorian
Coastal Strategy 2008. The development of the CAP involves the identification of priority management
opportunities for the Port Phillip Bay section of t
context of Ecologically Sustainable Development.

The Dromana Foreshore Committee of Management has been involved in the production of the following
publications which act as references for the Committee and its future decision making.

Dromana Foreshore Reserve Vegetation Restoration Strategy, funded through a Caring for our Country
grant was prepared in 2009 by Gidja Walker to update the La Trobe Reserve Weed Strategy which now
incorporates all of Dromana Foreshore (1996 by Gidja Walker and Jon Greening). The project aims were to
ascertain the significant species and areas of high quality so that they may be protected and enhanced and
to identify the major weed species and their method of management and control. This survey forms the
basis for a two pronged approach:

(a) Consolidating good areas
(b) Removing and revegetating the weed infested areas.
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Heritage preservation was an important requirement in the 2009 Caring for our Country grants.

A Fauna Survey and Management Prescriptions for Dromana Foreshore Reserve, including La Trobe
Reserve, was undertaken by Malcolm Legg in 2009 as a follow up to the previous document 2000-2001
which identified the fauna, their habitat and management within La Trobe Reserve. The habitat provided for
fauna had been severely altered by the invasion of noxious and environmental weeds, resulting in over
eighty percent of the natural vegetation (mainly middle to understorey) disappearing. Current vegetation
works in the area has improved the habitat.

Fire Fuel Management Plan for the reserve was commissioned in 2009.
The recommendations from these three reports will be included as part of the Management Plan.

The Committee commissioned in 1999-2000 a Landscape Master Plan which was endorsed by the then
Department of Natural Resources and Environment and the Shire of Mornington Peninsula. A Caravan
Park Master Plan prepared in 1999-2000 addressed the major issues of safety, overcrowding and
revegetation of the Caravan Park with the reduction of sites from 66 to 45 over a five-year period, currently
at 46 sites in 2010.

T he Co mmMandagerert and Business Plan endorsed by the Minister of Conservation and

Environment in 2007 has provided the Committee with definitive goals and objectives and a basis for
application for grants since 2000. Many of the Comm
Committee is committed to continuing its work in these areas.

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5. MANAGEMENT STRUCTURE

Dromana Foreshore Committee of Management is the delegated land manager for the

Department of Sustainability and Environment (DSE) under the Crown Land (Reserves) Act

1978. Committees of Management are appointed by the Minister for Environment and Climate Change via
an Expressions of Interest process. The Committee is appointed to manage the Reserve by:

Employing officers, servants and contract workers.
Taking legal proceedings where necessary.

Entering into licence, lease or other tenure agreements.
Carrying out works and improvements.

Collecting entry fees and other charges.

Expending monies on the reserve.

Enforcing regulations for the use of the reserve.

A Committee of Management must:

e Manage, maintain, develop and improve the land in accordance with the purpose of the
Reservation.

e Provide annual statements of revenue and expenditure.

e Comply with any rule, regulation or requirement imposed by other legislation, e.g. Coastal
Management Act consents and planning permits from local Councils for works or developments.

Dromana Foreshore Committee of Management is responsible for preserving the natural values of the
foreshore and providing recreational opportunities. The Committee is largely self funded with revenue
earned from Caravan Park fees, boatshed and bathing box fees and other sources enabling the Committee
to employ Ranger staff, provide facilities, protect the coastal environment and generally maintain the
foreshore.

The Committee meets regularly with stakeholder groups and intends to continue to develop this relationship
as part of its aim to improve dialogue between the Committee and its user groups. The Committee has a
website (www.dromana@foreshore.net.au) to keep the public up to date with its activities. The Committee
has an annual display at the Dromana Australia Day Festival detailing works completed in the last year,
plans for the coming year and to answer any questions. The Committee is actively assisted by a number of
local community Groups. These groups include:

e Campers and Friends Association, which have had historically large working bees two times per year
and in the past have been successful in obtaining some Coast Action funding.

e Friends of La Trobe Reserve conduct working bees throughout the year.

e Peninsula Powerboat Club which manages the boat ramp and has also successfully received funding
for the upgrade and development of the A n t h oNoge®aat ramp

e Local School Groups

e Mornington Peninsula Beach Box Association

Other authorities manage sections of Crown Land along the Dromana foreshore. The area around
Dromana Pier has a patchwork of management responsibilities. The Pier Street road reserve continues for
approximately half the depth of the foreshore area. On each side of the Pier Street road reserve is a
Wharfage Reserve managed by the Mornington Peninsula Shire Council. Between the edge of the council
managed area and the seawall is a strip of Foreshore Reserve. The unmarked boundary between Council
and Committee areas cuts across the middle of the lawn foreshore and pier car park.
